Cutting Frontiers - 

     The beginning of our journey took us to 
Kaluga, Russia, three hours from Moscow 
city limits, to Grace Church with Pastor 
Gregory and Olga Tropets.  He is one of our 
national partners in ministry. This brother is 
on the cutting edge in church planting.   
     Gregory, a Belorussian,  moved to Rus-
sia and in 1995 started the first Pentecostal 
church in the region, the city called Kaluga.  
Now he is well known as the region’s 
bishop and better yet, an energetic church 
planter.  Saturday, October 18th, we spent 
the day visiting different churches and 
drug/alcohol rehabilitation sites within the 
city and region of Kaluga that Gregory and 
his team have planted.    His vision is clear 
and his devotion strong.   
     Together, the team and congregations 
are planning to start 4 more churches 
within the city of Kaluga, equaling 5 Grace 
Churches.  They have 2 properties already 
purchased and have begun building, leav-
ing 2 more church sites to buy and build.  
Grace Church is not only concerned with 
their local community but believe in going 
to the next village/city that does not have an 
evangelical witness.  Grace Church is the 
mother church to more than 30 daughter 
churches  since 1995.   
     AMAZING, so much accomplished in 13 
years!  Praise God for this INCREDIBLE 
progress report.  
     Pastor Gregory believes that if you want 
a field of service, all you have to do is look 
around you!

Fulfilling the Call— 

Thoughts to Ponder from one of our team 
members serving & living  near the Georgian & 
Chechen borders, the Russian side.   

          When we first came to this area, we were 
in the restaurant at the airport waiting for 
our flight. While we were there, we engaged 
two women from Moscow in conversation. 
When they found out where we were going, 
they told us we were “smelly.” Concerned 
that my wife would misunderstand the Rus-
sian word I turned to her and told her 
“smelly” means courageous. Some people 
think we are courageous because of where 
we are and what we are doing. But what child 
is courageous for doing what their parents 
tell them to do. The father tells the little child 
to jump and without fear the child jumps. 
Why? Is he courageous? As children, we 
should fear the lack of security involved in 
the jump. We should fear the surroundings. 
We should fear the unknown. But we don’t! 
Why? because we trust the Father.  
           An escapist generation seeks security 
and physical well‐being as the only evidences 
of God's blessing. Thus when He puts us in 
places of danger and conflict we misread His 
signals and misinterpret His intentions. The 
fear to escape from situations comes from 
Satan himself. Peter urged the Lord Jesus to 
skip the sufferings of the cross. To avoid the 
temptation of the cross would have robbed 
God of victory ‐ the very victory He has used 
to crush the serpent's head. Recognizing the 
source of fear, Jesus turned to Peter and said, 
"Get thee behind me, Satan." For God hath not 
given us the spirit of fear; but of power, and 
of love, and of a sound mind”. 2Ti 1:7.  
            There is a call then for recruits who are 
prepared to enter the school of discipline and 
give themselves fearlessly to the ideals which 
our Master Himself proved and by which He 
overcame the world. What seems to be God's 
recklessness is his way of bringing us into 
victory and defeating the enemy to bring 
glory to His Name. Though it may seem to be 
the hard way, God's way is the winning way. 
“I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the 
mercies of God, that you present your bodies 
a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable to God, 
which is your wisest choice of service. And do 
not be conformed to this world, but be trans-
formed by the renewing of your mind, that 
you may prove what is that good and accept-
able and perfect will of God”. Ro 12:1 Many of 
God's servants have placed their faith in 
David’s words, "I shall not die, but live, and 
declare the works of the Lord" (Psalm 
118:17, KJV). Living is not to be the end 
sought, but the means to God' s  end. The 
works of the Lord must be declared to all na-
tions, war or no war.
