Brother Alexsey has 4 TV programs weekly which cost as much as ren tin g 
the hall once a week for Sundays.  He came to understand that this was Godôs doing.   Isnôt it great when God surprises us!  Ale xsey pas-
tors his congregation through television as they meet together for small groups, he teaches to them through TV broadcasting.
